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MANASSAS, Va. -- Vietnam veterans will get a long overdue “Welcome Home” Nov. 12, 2011 as part
of the 3rd annual Manassas Veterans Day parade. The parade itself steps off at 11 a.m. Approximately
57 units — representatives from area veterans organizations, marching bands, floats, military vehicles and
more -- will march down Center Street to the grandstand at Center Street and West Street.

Following the parade, a Welcome Home party will be held for Vietnam veterans at the Harris Pavilion at
12:30 p.m., with plenty of music, food and fun.

“Historically, as far as we know, this is the first time that American veterans have joined together with
Republic of Vietnam veterans for that purpose, that solidarity of veterans we shared in that war,” said
retired Marine Col. Jerry Martin, one of the event’s organizers.

“One of the things that I think is a repetitive issue for Vietnam veterans is they never felt that they had
the welcome home from the nation and the communities they represent,” he added.

Army and Vietnam veteran Rick Raskin agreed.

“One of the things we as veterans and members of the VFW [Veterans of Foreign Wars] in particular are
sworn to do is to make sure that the way we were received when we came home never happens again,”
he said. “We’re going out of our way to ensure that our veterans and our heroes today receive a warm
welcome home and any kind of assistance they could possibly need to bring their lives back to normal.
It’s from our experience that that has grown and has become such a strong motivator.”

Raskin was in Washington, D.C. last weekend watching his daughter run the Marine Corps Marathon.
Raskin said he was wearing his Vietnam Veteran hat and was greeted by many people who wanted to
shake his hand and welcome him home.

“It’s a lot different than the questions I got asked about how many babies did I kill,” he said. “This kind
of reception is long overdue and certainly appreciated.”

Martin said the parade, the only active military Veterans Day Parade in the entire Washington, D.C.
metro area, will provide a teachable moment about the war to young people. “We want them to see that
this war was just like every other war America has participated in,” he said. “Remove the politics from
the war and look at the veterans, because the veterans were as patriotic in this war as in any war that has
been fought.”

The local Vietnamese community will have a large presence in both the parade and Welcome Home
event, said Hai C. Ta.

“We want to take this opportunity to the American public who we are,” he said. “We fought together
during the Vietnam war. We fought together for the freedom of my country and for the freedom of all
the world.”

The parade’s seven grand marshals, representing the U.S. Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Army, Coast
Guard, the Republic of Vietnam Army an the Republic of Korea Army include retired Marine Col.
Wesley Fox, who is a Medal of Honor recipient; retired Navy Rear Adm. Robert Shumaker; retired Air
Force Col. William Carruthers; retired Army Lt. Gen. Richard Trefry; retired Coast Guard Adm. James
Loy; Republic of Vietnam retired Army Lt. Gen. Lu Mong Lan; and Republic of Korea retired Army
Col. Byunge “Paul” Lee.
